On Monday night, lan reminded us of the designated months for the Rotary Calendar. This month,
April, is the month for focusing on Maternal and Child Health.

The infant mortality rate in South Africa is estimated to be about 55 per 1000. Therefore, out of
every 1000 infants born alive in South Africa, 55 will die before reaching the age of 12 months.
This can be compared to an infant mortality rate of less than 10/1000 in developed countries and
20/1000 or more in developing (under resourced) countries. South Africa therefore has an infant
mortality rate similar to that seen in most under resourced countries.

The high infant mortality rate in South Africa indicates that there are problems with the health of
young children in the country. South Africa has a higher infant mortality rate than other countries
with a similar income (e.g. Mexico and Brazil).

About 45 out of every 60 under-5 deaths occur
during the first year of life. Children under 1
year are, therefore, at greater risk of dying
than are older children.

These are scary statistics and this is only
looking at one side of the coin - the infant
mortality rate. This isn’t touching on the fact
